The buildings in our lives are much more than piles of stones and piles of bricks. The
bridges we cross, homes we inhabit, and offices we work in are also expressions of our cultures.
Perhaps more than any other type of structure, a city's landmarks are its most visible symbols.
From the Eiffel Tower in Paris to the Space Needle in Seattle, our landmarks wstand for our
achievements and shared identities.

Famous landmarks create powerful images that are emblems of cities and countries. The

Likewise, millions of visitors to London send postcards featuring images of Big Ben. These
( A) treasures often have a functional use, making them living parts of a city. The White
House in Washington, D.C., is still the U.S. presidents home.

Even after their functional periods are over, many
landmarks, like the Coliseum in Rome, are wpreserved as ties to a city's past.

Buildings are also expressions of local ( B ). For centuries, architects have pushed
upwards and upwards, starting with wood, then stone, and eventually steel in a race to build the
highest skyscraper: for example, New York's Empire State Building (443 meters}, Taipei's 101
Building (508 meters) or Dubai's Burj Khalifa (828 meters). Yet these landmarks are much
more than mere measurements. They have a powerful impact ( 2 ) tourism and local
businesses, and they can even help wrevitalize a city..

The design, shape, and style of these buildings often evoke the spirit of the local culture.
For instance, Taipei's 101 Building, a characteristically modern ( C ), has a unique design
pattened after traditional Buddhist temples.
